Draft response:

1. An inventory of education and outreach programs is provided in the attached spreadsheet. 


2. Priorities for spending on communications, education and outreach should be established as follows: PPBES is the primary mechanism for determining corporate funding priorities.  Communications, education and outreach activities requesting corporate support that can not be dealt with by PPBES, because they address a near term need, must to be carefully scrutinized.  Priority for near term corporate NOAA investments should be given to activities that have the following attributes: 


· Deliver NOAA-wide benefit

· Have hard schedule drivers that require action within a 1 to 2 year time frame

· Be sufficiently expensive that the cost can not be absorbed by a single corporate sponsor

· Reach a large, high priority audience Result in a significant impact on the audience reached

· Increase understanding of NOAA science and service

· Leverage partnerships

· Build on existing NOAA investments

· Target NOAA priority areas
