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Session Summary:                                                                                                       
We should consider changing the title to Support and enhance student environmental education programs, including outdoor activities.  The emphasis should be place on environmental education not the outdoor education.   EE occurs all the time and can be done anywhere there should be no difference because of location.
Natural Resources or places to visit should be included in the matrix to help identify locations.
The outdoor education activities need to be meaningful and be based on the most relevant and current STEM or related curriculum.   Many states have developed requirements or for MWE or outdoor education activities and they need to be provided with curriculum such as Project Learning Tree, Wet, Wild etc. These activities also need to include geographic specific topics like Project Underground (VA) and Clean Coal (WV). 
 We must keep in mind that schools/educators will meet the requirements and if they are not provided with the proper tools it will just be punch the ticket or check the box. Taking students outside or to the woods is not enough.  The activities need to be structured, fun, and educational.  In some cases we might need to teach them how to play.  Just going out to the woods is not enough.
Schools need incentives to participate.  What is EE’s impact on test scores?  How does EE or outdoor education support the curriculum?  What are the benefits?  Are national standard or benchmarks being meet?  Will the activity help meet them?  Are there studies or supporting information to show how this will help?  Where will I find time?  If adding this does not meet these goals what do I replace this with?
This effort has to be driven at a local level, but needs the support of the school district, state and federal partners.
Activities should include communities and families.  Not only should the students take their knowledge back and share it with others, activities should be designed that will involve the families and the community such as Earth Day cleanup or restorations. PLT has designed a new segment of Action Vacations which includes the whole family.
Living Classrooms are ideal resources where available.  Schools should be encouraged and assisted in the development of living classrooms. 
Teachers need access to environmental and outdoor education professionals who can help them design activities. 
Teachers need training and certificate program to help them in these duties. (overlap into the other strand)
Barriers and Considerations:                                                                                     
Safety is a major concern of many families and educators and these concerns need to be addressed. 
Funding can be a barrier for schools to travel to outdoor areas and or purchase materials etc.  Curriculum and activities need to be available for school yard neighborhood lesions.
Underserved, low income and inner city schools and communities will need to be addressed both from a funding standpoint and from the lack of campus space for living classrooms and school yard classes.
Gaps and Opportunities for Collaboration:
EPA and Department of Education both have Green School initiatives that mirror and overlap.  The Dept of Ed Green Ribbon Schools is a new and high visible program and EPAs programs well established and documented as scientifically sound.  A collaboration would save resources and could lead to more collaboration between all the Federal Leadership Committee for the Chesapeake Bay members and has potential for cooperate participation from the many green companies.
The Corporation for National and Community Service has volunteers in their VISTA, AmeriCorps, NCCC and Retired and Senior Volunteer Program, (RSVP) that can help schools develop programs, teach & chaperone, find funding & materials and more.  
There are several Federal Hiring Authorities that can be used as incentives for students to continue to participate in EE and STEM related activities.  Student can of course be hired which supports the Green Jobs strand.
Federal program inventory should always remain a fluid document and items are added as discovered.

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Central to the meeting was an acknowledgement that there are several related efforts to develop and implement literacy plans occurring in the mid-Atlantic region – at the federal, regional, and state level. During and subsequent to the meeting, representatives from these various efforts discussed a plan to ensure consistency and alignment of these efforts.






The Federal Strategy Core Team and the Regional Roundtable Planning Committee have agreed to the following framework for coordinated planning. Under this structure, the groups would share a common vision, common objectives under each students, educators, and schools, and common performance measures/metrics. Each group would develop their own implementation strategy built upon this common framework.



The working groups for each Goal (student, educators, and schools) will be made up of federal, regional, and state representatives to ensure broad input to the shared objectives. These working groups will begin their work in April with final objectives delivered in June. The Roundtable is scheduled for July at which time they will work to develop action items related to the shared objectives. The Roundtable document will be available in fall 2011. Simultaneously, the federal agencies will be working to develop their action items and will prepare a draft strategy document in October. Both groups will co-chair the Education Summit to be held in November to discuss how to advance these collective efforts with other key partners, including state departments of education. The Chesapeake Bay Program Education Workgroup will serve as an ongoing forum to continue these discussions.
