· BM: Was the discussion of integrating stewardship a theme that was discussed?
· SSt: Yes, that’s sort of the next logical step


Next Generation Science Standards Study Group & Feedback Session -- Peg Steffen (Informational)

· LK: Last week was exciting because ACHIEVE released the NGSS on which Peg is presenting
· FN: I heard that the revisions would not open again until after the election…
· PS: There will be another round of review after the election, and then the final final will be out next spring
· LK: We’ve had several opportunities to provide input and will hopefully continue to do so
· FN: Have you seen any representations of the learning progressions in the NGSS?
· PS: some exist, and others do not, and there are relatively few concepts that have learning progressions as defined by research
· PS: Tomorrow’s (May 17th) study session is in SSMC4 from 9-12, room 11153
· FN: Is there a template for comment submission?
· PS: Yes, and writing your comments in that template would be helpful!
· LK: When is NMEA?
· SS: End of June; We’ll be doing the same thing to gather comments
· PKC: Is there information available on how to setup a study session similar to what you are doing, Peg?
· PS: Peter might be providing that to the council
· AI: There’s a web seminar for people interested in setting up study sessions similar to tomorrow’s
· PS: Yes, I will be on that call.
· LK: Is the climate community parsing out reviews for the standards?
· FN: we’ll be starting that next Tuesday, a little behind schedule

· LK: Sarah (SS), and FN, it would be helpful if you each provide guidance for others as you consolidate your comments
· SS: The ocean component looks like is has been lost; 
· SS: We will need to perform …
· FN: was the ocean component lost in the final framework?
· SS: It was somewhat lost, and there were some potential problems in developing language later

· FN: Framework Firewall prevents us from going back and making any changes
· LK: can’t we suggest that we choose certain parts of the cross-cutting concepts over others, and with other portions too?
· SS: yes
· SS: disciplinary core ideas are detailed in the framework, but not necessarily in each item
· KT: NMS people will comment individually and then combine to submit to NOAA
· LK: Craig Strain is a critical target for any ocean insights we have as we review
· KT: I’ll send our comments to SS and PS when I get them all
· AI: Will find out what the NERRS group does – at either a local or home office level 
· LK: The more directions we come from, the more salient points we can make, the better our voice will be heard
· LK: How do we best transmit the NOAA comments?
· PS: Need to talk to Steve Pruitt
· FN: can we use an email other than Peg’s personal email?
· LK: we have outreach@noaa.gov, or we can determine a designee
· SS: Peg can be the designee to represent NOAA
· LK: needs to be the simplest method to show that we as an agency have a lot to say
